      4.1     Shire Report 

                4.1.1     Art

           Shire Service Manager briefed the meeting on the recent Moscow Art Biennalle.  This international art exhibition is by invitation only and this year seventy five internationally reputed artists exhibited, six from Australia of whom four were indigenous.  Regina Wilson of Peppimenarti was one of those invited.  The significance of this international exhibition can be judged by the reported attendance of 40000 during the first three weeks.
                4.1.2     CDEP

Shire Service Manager confirmed that the profile and community plan required as part of the CDEP funding programme has been completed.  Particular attention was paid in the development of the plan to the “whole of community” twenty year plan which was completed earlier this calendar.  The main emphasis of the CDEP plan is education, training and skill enhancement with particular emphasis on the preparation of CDEP participants for employment in community enterprises and the Shire.

      7.1     Mr Trevor Troy – Director of Infrastructure, Victoria Daly Shire

                 Mr Troy outlined the functions of his role in Infrastructure and Civil Services and his background both as a Territorian and his employment experience with DPI.  Particular emphasis was placed upon the development of relationships with Contractors and Training Organisations in order to develop a core of trained and qualified personnel available to support Shire tenders for civil works.  
                 A brief outline regarding Roads to Recovery funding was given, including the possibility of placing culverts across stream beds on the Peppimenarti – Port Keats access road.

                 Mr Troy emphasised the role of the Board in identifying and promoting issues and potential solutions for the consideration, support and action by the Shire.
      7.2      Ms Sandra Mortimer, Government Business Manager

                 Ms Mortimer advised the Board regarding a number Federal programmes, including a transportable office for the airstrip (CASA requirement); a children’s recreation area in the village; joint discussions regarding Telstra mobile phone coverage; NT Government programme for explaining the new Outstation policy; NTER developments and direction; and progress with the Store licensing programme.
